The Oslo accords initiated the bantus-
tanization by dividing the West Bank
into three seperate categories. The
Palestinian Authorities was given
control of a mere 17% of the territory

divided into 13 seperate non-contiguous

areas, whereas the remaining 83%
remained under Israeli control.

Area C, which is the only contiguous
area in the West Bank, includes the
settlements, the road network
connecting the settlements and all the
main traffic arteries in the West Bank

leaving Israel in full control of movement

between the Palestinian areas. In other

words, more than 82% of the West Bank

is still under full Israeli occupation.

Starting the 29th of March 2002, the Israeli

army invaded and fully occupied all the
West Bank for three weeks. Since then
the Israeli army has continuously re-

invaded the Palestinian areas at their
own will and the distinction between

Areas A, B and C has functionally
ceased to exist.
